
*Scott saw the vision to rehabilitate the former Anderson Oaks Apartments into quality senIOr 
housing, and acquired funding to be sure the project was completed, and 

*Scott was highly instrumental in bringing the Anderson Marketplace shopping center to Anderson, 
improving shopping options for residents and important revenues so the City can provide essential 
services, and 

*Much, much more. 

As tonight is Scott's last evening with us, I recommend that the City Council take this opportunity 
to honor Scott by adopting a resolution acknowledging him for these, and other, contributions to 
the community.
