IRECOMMENDATION
 

The Executive Director recommends that the Agency Board adopt a Resolution which: 

1.	 Makes findings required by the California Health and Safety Code for the Southwest 
Project Area tax increment funding of improvements to the Anderson Fire Protection 
District and City Hall joint use parking lots 

2.	 Makes findings that the project is Categorically Exempt from the California 
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) requirements pursuant to §15301(c) of the Public 
Resources Code 

IFISCAL IMPACT
 

OMNI Means, engineer for this project, estimates construction will cost $120,000. In addition, 
engineering and project management may bring the total to $135,000. The currently adopted budget 
includes $100,000. If, after bids are received, the current budget is insufficient, staff will return with 
a resolution amending the budget. The Fire District will reimburse the Agency $30,000 for their 
share of the project. 
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Section 4. The Board hereby finds that the payment of Project Area tax increment funds 
for the development, construction and inspection of the Improvement Project will assist in 
eliminating one or more blighting conditions inside the Project Area and that the development, 
construction and inspection of the Improvement Project is consistent with the legally adopted 
Implementation Plan inasmuch as the Plan identifies street deficiencies as contributing to 
blighting conditions in the Project Area and inasmuch as the Implementation Plan identifies the 
Improvement Project as a specific project which assists in eliminating these deficiencies. 

Section 5. Having made the required findings, the Board hereby authorizes the use of 
Project Area tax increment funds for the development, construction and inspection of the 
Improvement Project to be owned, operated and maintained by the Anderson Fire Protection 
District. 

Section 6. The Board finds that the project is categorically exempt from CEQA and a 
Notice of Exemption will be filed with the Shasta County Clerk of the Board. 

Section 7. This resolution shall become effective immediately upon its passage.
