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Amendment of Development Agreement with Three Seasons Development 

IRECOMMENDATION 

The Gty Attorney recommends that the Gty Council: 

Continue the second reading and adoption of Ordinance 760 amending the Development 
Agreement entered into between the City of Anderson and Three Seasons Development with 
regard to the Pleasant Hills subdivision until the Council Meeting of October 20, 2009. 

IFISCAL IMPACT 

There is no fiscal impact by tonight's action to continue this matter. 
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!DISCUSSION and BACKGROUND 

The City of Anderson entered into an agreement with Three Seasons Development and other 
property owners in the area to cooperate in bringing water from the City's water system to several 
different developments. Part of that agreement, previously approved by the Anderson City Council, 
required the City to use good faith efforts to amend the Development Agreement (approved by 
Ordinance 698 on April 4, 2000) entered into with Three Seasons Development with regard to the 
Pleasant Hills subdivision. 

The amendments called for in that "water agreement" are as follows: 

1. Extend the time by approximately 5 years (from April 18,2015 to June 30, 2020) during which 
period the City of Anderson would be required to reimburse Three Seasons Development some of 
the costs they have incurred for various improvements they have made which have benefited 
neighboring properties in addition to themselves. These improvements involve providing pedestrian 
access to Anderson Heights Elementary School, street improvements from the development to 
Highway 273, signalization costs based on an area of benefit established by the Southwest Anderson 
Traffic Study and expenses associated with the oversizing of utilities. 

2. Provide that the developer may redesign the mapping of future phases of his development to 
result in the creation of at least 175 lots from his project due to his not being able to develop as 
many lots in the first phase as initially expected (due to grading difficulties and other factors). 

3. Allow the access road to the paved booster pump station to serve as the fire access road required 
by the map. 

The Council introduced an Ordinance which provided for these amendments at its meeting of July 
7, 2009. It is recommended that the second reading and adoption of that ordinance, actually 
implementing those changes and authorizing the City Manager to execute the amendment to the 
Agreement not occur until after the extension of the water system has been completed. Good 
progress has been made in this regard and it is anticipated that completion of this project will occur 
prior to our Council meeting on October 20, 2009. The Council can then consider adoption of the 
ordinance previously introduced.
