2.	 Maintaining an Unsightly Premise: The condition of the buildings and structures are unsightly. 
There is an accumulation of garbage and junk located allover the property that is visible from the 
public right of way. This is an unsightly public nuisance that is found to create a condition 
tending to reduce the value of private property, to promote blight and deterioration. This is a 
violation of AMC 8.32.030 as described by AMC 8.28.030:Cl and 8.28.030:C2 

THIS LIST SHALL NOT BE CONSTRUED TO BE ALL INCLUSIVE. Other code 
violations may be found and are subject to be repaired. 

An inspection of the attic will be required. 

In addition to the items listed in the above letter, a perimeter walk taken in April of 2009 
has revealed: 

1.	 The property is not secured and has become a place for vagrants to sleep. 
2.	 The windows are broken out. 
3.	 The yard has grass and weeds over 24 inches in height and must be abated. 
4.	 The rain gutters are falling off the building. 

This notice shall constitute the "request" required by Anderson Municipal Code Section 8.28.050 that 
action be taken to abate the nuisance prior to and, with your cooperation, in lieu of, initiating formal 
abatement action before the Anderson City Council which could result in the City entering your property 
to abate the nuisance and imposing a lien on your property. Enclosed please find copies of Chapter 8.28 
of the Anderson Municipal Code describing the abatement process. 

The nuisance conditions described above need to be corrected no later than 4-13-09 to avoid the initiation 
of a formal Notice and Hearing before the Anderson City Council. 

You are further advised that, in addition to the administrative procedures described above your failure to 
correct these conditions may result in criminal penalties. Under Chapter 8.29 of the Anderson Municipal 
Code (AMC), a copy of which Chapter is enclosed, there are monetary penalties specified for failures to 
comply with notices to abate. In this regard, you are informed that this letter also constitutes the City's 
first Warning Notice under AMC Section 8.29.030 to comply by the date specified above. 

Any person having record title or legal interest in this property may appeal this Notice and Order to the 
City Council in accordance with all laws and regulations. Any appeal must be made in writing and 
submitted within 10 days from the date of mailing of this notice. This may be done by filling out an 
application at the Building Department, 1887 Howard Street, Anderson, California. Failure to file such an 
appeal in accordance with the provisions all applicable laws and regulations shall constitute a waiver of 
all rights to an administrative hearing and adjudication of the Notice and Order or to any portion thereof.
