OCCUPATIONS IN ALL DISTRICTS, FOR FOUR MONTHS AND ADOPT A RESOLUTION OF
 

INTENTION TO AMEND THE ZONING CODE TO REGULATE THE CULTIVATION OF MEDICAL
 
MARIJUANA WITHIN THE CITY OF ANDERSON
 

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the City Council of the City of Anderson will hold a public hearing on 
Tuesday, November 17, 2009, at the hour of 7:00 PM within the Council Chambers of the City of Anderson, 1887 
Howard Street, Anderson, California 96007. 

On October 20, 2009 the City Council of the City of Anderson voted to adopt Ordinance No. 763 pursuant to 
§ 65858 (a) of the California Government Code, which placed a 45-day moratorium on medical marijuana 
dispensaries, collectives or cooperatives within any zoning district in the City limits of Anderson. 

The City Council will consider extending Interim Ordinance 763 pursuant to Section 65858 (a) of the 
California Government Code. If adopted by a four-fifths vote of the Council it will prohibit the establishment or 
operation of profit or nonprofit medical marijuana dispensaries, collectives or cooperatives within any zoning district in 
the city limits of the City of Anderson for four months. 

Further the City Council will consider adoption of a Resolution of Intent to amend the Zoning Code Anderson 
Municipal Code Title 17 to regulate Medical Marijuana Cultivation within all of the zoning districts of the City of 
Anderson. 

The ordinance under consideration would be adopted under the authority of Government Code § 65858 and 
be effective for an additional four-month period of time following adoption unless extended according to law, and is 
categorically exempt under the CEQA gUidelines.

A RESOLUTION OF INTENT
 
OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ANDERSON
 

TO AMEND CHAPTER 17 OF THE ANDERSON MUNICIPAL CODE
 
TO REGULATE THE CULTIVATION OF MEDICAL MARIJUANA
 

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to amend the zoning code, Chapter 17 of the 
Anderson Municipal Code to regulate the cultivation of medical marijuana within the City; and 

WHEREAS, cultivation of medical marijuana has increased within the City; and 

WHEREAS, complaints have been received from residents regarding the strong odor 
associated with maturing plants in adjacent living units and yards, making it difficult or impossible to 
quietly enjoy their private property; and 

WHEREAS, landlords have complained about damage from water, mold and odor to rental 
units where medical marijuana has be cultivated, resulting in health and safety problems in these 
properties; and 

WHEREAS, there have been incidents of theft reported to the police including a home
 
invasion in 2008 and a robbety in September of 2009, raising substantial concerns about public
 
safety in neighborhoods where marijuana is cultivated.
 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Anderson: 

1.	 Directs the Planning Director to prepare draft zoning regulation for review by the Planning 
Conunission; and 

2.	 Directs the Planning Conunission to review the proposed regulations and adopt 
recommendations for consideration by the City Council.
