IRECOMMENDATION 

The City Clerk recommends that the City Council, by motion: 

Approve a contract renewal with Redding Community Access Corporation to produce and 
broadcast City of Anderson cable television programs for the period from August 1, 2009, 
through June 30, 2011, and authorize the City Manager to execute the contract renewal on 
behalf of the City.

Scope of Services 

RCAC will provide one director and one camera operator for all regularly scheduled City Council 
meetings estimated to be 22 meetings per year on the first and third Tuesday of each month. 

In addition, if desired by the City, RCAC will provide one director and one camera operator for 
special City Council meetings and Planning Commission meetings. The City will give as much 
advanced notice as possible to RCAC for taping and cablecasting of such meetings. 

RCAC will cablecast all City Council and Planning Commission meetings taped, as noted above. In 
addition, RCAC will repeat cablecast all City Council and Plmming Commission meetings taped, as 
noted above, once, at no additional charge, at a time and date to be mutually agreed upon by City 
and RCAC. 

RCAC will provide other services for production and cablecasting of City programs as desired by 
the City and in accordance with the rate schedule shown in Attachment A. 

RCAC will provide to the City upon request, consulting services for special projects for a rate of: 
$65.00/Hour 

All materials purchased on behalf of the City for any special projects will be at a rate of cost plus 
10%. 
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
