
IDISCUSSION and BACKGROUND 

The proposed project is a General Plan Amendment to update of the Housing Element of the City's 
General Plan for the period of 2008-2013. The I-lousing Element identifies strategies and programs 
that focus on: 1) The preservation of affordable housing; 2) Housing and neighborhood 
conservation; 3) Production of housing; 4) Provision of adequate housing sites; 5) Removal of 
government constraints; and 6) Promotion of equal housing opportunities. 

California Code requires that the Housing Element of the General Plan be updated every five years. 
The last update was for the period of 2002 through 2007. 

The steps completed to date for this update include: 

The HCD prepared the Regional Housing Need Allocation Plan (RHNA) for use in updating the 
Element. The Housing Element must accommodate the total regional housing need for each of the 
four income categories (very-low, low, moderate and above-moderate) over the designated planning 
period from January 1, 2007 through June 30, 2014. Within Shasta County the State allocates the 
housing need between the incorporated cities and the unincorporated portion of the County.

A public workshop was held on August 6th giving an opportunity for conununity input into the 
process. One e-mail was received after the workshop from Andrea Herr, the coordinator of Cascade 
Union Elementary School District's Healthy Start program. She believes that Anderson should have 
some transitional and emergency housing available within the City so that the children's lives and 
attachment to their schools are not so disrupted if their family is displaced from permanent housing. 

This issue is addressed in the draft document in program H.E. 3.1: 

Update the Zoning Ordinance to remove unnecessary constraints to the availability of housing for 
all segments of the population ..... 

•	 Include separate definitions of "supportive housing", "transitional housing", and 
"emergency shelters" consistent with Sections 50675.14, 50675.2 and 50801 of the 
California Health and Safety Code. Allow emergency shelters by right in the Heavy 
Commercial (C-3) district and by use permit in the Light Industrial (M-l) district. 

The Planning COnun1ssion held a public hearing on August 24th to take public conunent and 
discussed the draft document. At this meeting the COnun1ssion received a conunent requesting that 
the rules for second residential units within the City of Anderson be relaxed to allow them to be 
constructed on lots as small as 60 X 100 feet, thereby expanding the available locations in the City. 
A representative from Legal Services of Northern California requested that the City make sure it 
implements Senate Bill 2 (SB2) which requires the City to accommodate emergency and homeless 
shelters by right within a zone district in the City. 
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
